II. SUMMARY

For example, for expositional simplicity, we will not extend our results to the case of
many factors and many goods. There is much more than we will be able to cover that can be said
about the role of market structure, imperfect competition, strategic effects, for international trade.
Finally, if you were to be interviewed for a job related to international treaties, you should sound
like you are well-read, aware of the major issues, able to form an opinion and that you have a good
grasp of the fundamental conceptual tools in the field.
